6. General Business:

·  Exito & DSAG - Due to Exito also holding their meeting today, Council members were unable to attend.  The letter from the Federation is expected to be tabled at their meeting, which is requesting funding to help in employing a training coordinator to represent the Federation members in an effort to provide up-skilling opportunities to the hundreds of member employees within the drilling industry.  Mike to ring Kevin Walker of Exito tomorrow for an update.

· Mike has been visiting a few companies throughout the South Island and found some members didn’t have a very clear view of what Exito do and some had lost confidence in them.  It was felt that by employing a training coordinator this would help members employees and Exito would benefit from this.

· It was noted that the paperwork that comes from Exito is excessive, both in correspondence and information literature.  A 2 or 3 page document for members would be preferred instead of a document regarding seven different industries.

· Exito has now opened an office on the Westcoast.

· Tai Poutini Polytechnic – The last course was not able to proceed with numbers dropping due to cancellations.  Those still enrolled were keen and happy to wait until the August course, which was now almost full.
· The Polytechnic is offering to provide training for members to become Technical Verifiers for the NZ Drilling Industry.  The training would take the form of a half day course and was suggested that it could be arranged in conjunction with the NZ Drillers Federation.  If numbers were sufficient the Polytechnic would run one course in the North Island and one in the South Island.  Or alternatively there could be a 3 to 4 hour course on the Wednesday morning in Adelaide before the start of the Drill 2010 Conference.    Feedback from members to gauge interest and get an idea on numbers would be required.   If was felt that the course in Adelaide would  be too difficult due to time constraints, and due to flights, delegates were arriving at such varying times through to the Thursday.

· TPP would like to undertake the Training Coordinator position for the NZ Drillers Federation, for which it forwarded a schedule of services and fees.  It was suggested that the Federation would need to wait until it received advise on its application for funding, before it could make a further decision on this.  Angela to advise Michelle Cox of TPP.

· ADIA – Drill 2010 Adelaide – The proposed date for the NZDF AGM is Thursday 23 September 2010 at 3pm.  Simon Fitzgerald of ADIA will arrange a meeting room for us.  The ADIA will be also holding their AGM later this afternoon.

· Although there are a good number of NZ members planning on attending conference in Adelaide, registrations were slow to flow through.  Members were encouraged to not leave registering late as accommodation was filling fast.
· Federation Wall Planner – The wall planners had arrived and looked great.  These are to be sent out to members with their upcoming membership renewals.
Rule Changes:

Fletcher Vautier Moore Lawyers were asked for a legal opinion on a possible 2 year probationary period for new members.  Their reply, questioned the need to introduce a two year “probationary period” as the rules currently allow membership to be cancelled at any time if the Council resolves that continued membership is not in the best interests of the Federation.  It seemed that the issue for the Federation to consider is not the time period within which cancellation of membership can occur, but the grounds on which the Council can cancel membership.

The notice convening a meeting by requisition shall state the business to be considered.  No other business shall be considered at the meeting except with the unanimous consent of all present.
